Talk to the Animals!

Point to the animals; try to make the “noise” or movement they make. Point to the repetitive text while
reading, moving your finger left to right and emphasizing “Thank you!” Soon, even the younger
children will be trying to say “thank you” with you. Also, ask the children what the animals are doing in
the picture. The author/illustrator shows us how they are helping, but does not tell us. For example, how
does the gorilla help the girafte? He swings on the tree to bring the branch down, so the giraffe can
nibble on a leaf.

Sing this fun song with your child to celebrate “helpers” at clean up time and throughout the day! (Sing
to the tune of Frere Jacques.)
